Brackets & Side Pots

Divisions:

In Rounds 1 & 2, Brackets & Sidepots will be separated into 2 divisions
based on age; 50 & Over + 60 & Over.

In Round 3, Brackets & Sidepots will be separated into 2 divisions based on

a bowler’s 10 game qualifying score. The divisions are Upper & Lower half
of the Field.

Brackets:

In a 5-Game round, there will be 3 sets of $5 brackets;
e Set1is Games 1-3

e Set 2 is Games 2-4
e Set 3 is Games 3-5

Eliminator Pot:

The Entry Fee is $25. The Eliminator Pot will be conducted in Games 1-4
in each round. The low 25% of the field will be eliminated each game. All
bowlers that have advanced to the final game will cash.

High Game Pot:

In a 5 Game Qualifying round, the entry fee is $25 ($5 Per Game).
If there are 15 or more entries, the pot will pay 2 spots per game.
