What does the latest iteration of BowlITV offer?

Live coverage of events at every level

USBC has livestreamed the biggest bowling events from across the globe and will continue
to bring coverage of major events at every level, from youth to senior competition and
everything between.

Multiple channels

The overlap of events on the bowling schedule, and the fact events such as the Junior Gold
Championships and Intercollegiate Team Championships Sectional Qualifiers not only are
held in numerous centers, but different cities, too, no longer is an issue with BowITV’s
multiple-channel platform.

Professional Women’s Bowling Association events, including the USBC Queens and U.S.
Women’s Open, also will benefit from having numerous channels. BowITV will be able to
cover additional pairs at the events and fans will be able to easily navigate the channels to
follow their favorite bowlers.

Subscription Details

To check your subscription details, please log into your account, where you will be
able to find your sign-up date, the subscription period and when your next
installment is due.

Please note, by default all subscriptions work on a recurring basis, and you will be
automatically billed upon the next installment unless you formally cancel before the
next payment period.

You also will see the option at times to purchase event tickets. An event ticket
unlocks a live event or video on-demand for a specific event. These typically range
from $4.95 - $19.95 and also include a transaction fee.

2. Where can I access the content?
BowlITV is a streaming service that allows our customers to watch online via
www.BowlITV.com. You can enjoy viewing your content on the following devices: iOS,
Android, Mac, PC and any device that is web-browser based.
Contents are not geographically restricted and are streamed around the world.

How often do I get to see new content?

We will make sure that you will get the most out of your subscription! There will be
more than 1,600 hours across 90-plus live events each year. When there isn't a live
event, new content will be released to other channels every week.

Chat Guidelines

While we encourage lively interaction, questions and more on the BowITV Chat
during live broadcasts, we also expect the BowITV user to respect our community
and those within our community.

We consider BowITV to be a family broadcast, so any offensive language will be
removed from the chat. While one instance will be removed, if a user continues to
use vulgar or offensive language, they will be permanently silenced in the chat room.

The same goes for any language attacking another user, commentators or the United
States Bowling Congress. As mentioned, we hope to see plenty of discussions, but
we ask to please keep it civil and constructive.

If a user is silenced, they still will be able to view all broadcasts and items
throughout the BowlITV platform, including the chat, but will be unable to participate
in the chat.

What browser should I use to view the stream?

For the best viewing experience, we recommend using Google Chrome, Mozilla
Firefox or Brave to view on Desktop and Mobile devices. Please note, that if you are
using Internet Explorer, Edge is recommended since IE is being phased out of the
marketplace.

6. How do I watch in full screen?
There are several ways to watch BowlTV from your device. The default setting on
BowlITV.com show you all channels, your menu bar, the screen and panels to the
right.

e Close sidebar - If you click on the > on the bottom right of the video player,
this will eliminate the panel and chat feature. You still can switch between
various channels and access the top menu navigation.

e Theater mode - By clicking on the two-way arrow <-> on the bottom right of
the video player, your screen size will increase while still maintaining the
panels on the right. You also will be able to access various channels and the
top menu navigation.

e Full screen - By clicking on the mini screen on the bottom right of the video
player, this will take you to full screen and eliminate the panels, ability to
access channels and the top menu. Users still will be able to engage with on-
screen raffles, links and trivia.

The video or stream quality is poor. What can I do?

We recommend viewing from a wired connection with a download bandwidth of at
least 700Kbps. To view HD, you will need to have higher download speeds. As a
general rule, your download bandwidth must be higher than the bitrate of the event
broadcast you're trying to view.

Control your internet connection; try reloading the page a few times or see if you
can access the video from another browser and device. You also may try to clear
your browser’s cache and cookies.

Why hasn’t my subscription renewed?

By default, all subscriptions are automatically renewed. However, sometimes you
may notice your subscription plan wasn't automatically renewed. In such case, you'll
receive an automated email notification and 48 hours to act upon this feedback.
There are two main reasons for a failed renewal:

e Your bank doesn't accept the transaction due to its policies. Please contact
your bank directly to obtain more information.

e Your credit card has expired or had insufficient funds. You can update your
credit card details in your account. Just click on the link we send you in the
automated notification email and update your credit card info.

** After 48 hours without action from your side, the auto-renewal won't be possible
anymore, and your subscription will be automatically canceled. You will need to
subscribe again to start a new subscription cycle.

. How do I update my payment method, change or cancel my subscription?

If you are a viewer who needs to update your payment method, change or cancel
your subscription, you can now control that from your profile.

Don’t worry! You will continue to enjoy content access through the purchased period;
please keep your cancellation receipt for your records. Please note that if you do not
cancel your subscription before the next installment is due, you will be charged for
the entirety of that period.

How do I use an access code I was given?
Congratulations on receiving an access code! Please follow these steps to redeem it:

Go to www.bowltv.com

Click a non-free channel (like Backstage or The Vault)

Create an account or sign in to your existing one

Once registered, you can redeem your access code by entering the six-digit
code into the form and clicking Enter Access Code

e Once confirmed, you will be given access to BowITV.com

Account Sharing
Users will not be permitted to share accounts. While users can log in under the same
credentials, any connection by more than two IP addresses will be booted.

Please remember, your name is on the account and therefore allowing a user to login
to your account will give them access to your identity, personal information and
ability to chat under your name.

We strongly recommend you do not share your account.

My payment is rejected. What can I do?
If you have registered, but your payment didn't go through and was rejected by the
bank, please do the following:

e Double-check if you filled in the correct billing details, including expiration
date or your CVC code.

e If your data is correct, you might need to contact your bank asking for more
details. Due to privacy policy, we don't receive any details on the reason for
this rejection from the banks. You can find their contact details on the back of
your card.

e To get access immediately, you can try using another payment method. When
you pay with a credit card, our system asks authorization from your bank. In
some cases, a bank refuses the payment and there can be multiple reasons.
The bank does not inform us about the exact reason, to respect your privacy,
so we are unable to give you specific information. Please contact your bank
for any details and status of your account, in case this happens to you.

Where can I change my password?

There are some restrictions to make sure that your password is secured. A password
must have at least six characters, with one uppercase, one number and one non-
alpha numeric symbol (i.e., %, @, !). If you wish to change your password, you can
do it anytime by following these simple steps:

e When logged in, click on your name in the top-right corner
e Click Log Out
e Attempt to log in again
e On the BowlITV USBC Community Login Page, click Forgot Password
e Enter your username and then hit submit
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e Check your email connected to your account and follow the steps to change
your password
